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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis: 

The Thesis is aimed at researching means of emotional expression in Albert Camus’s novel - The Stranger. The pathos throughout the whole work is irrational sentiment. To determine the method of conveying the sentiment, we have indicated the main emotions which constitute this type of sentiment in the work, from that apply the system of means of expression to analyze each type of emotion specifically. The study has brought about important conclusions:

- The feelings make up the irrational sentiment is firstly the narrator's emotions and also the main character in the story – Meursault. This character’s emotions are analyzed in two phases expressing the breakthrough in cognitive and emotional expression of the character. From insensibility, indifference, alienation, unadaptability to social norms to the realization of self-image and the absurdity of human life.

- The «strange» personality (ethos d’«étranger») of Meursault has influenced the expression of other characters. His insensibility, indifference to the social rules created the grudge, anger, horror, forcing Meursault to be sentenced to death.
- The determination of the means of expressing in the two groups of emotions is based on a system of means of expressing emotions in literary discourse that we have collected and categorized based on the study of linguists such as Bally, Plantin, Eggs, Micheli, Amossy and other linguists. The emotions forming the irrational sentiments are analyzed via:

         - Means of direct expressions: vocabulary naming the emotions

         - Means of indirect expressions:

           + Signs of language and style (indices linguistiques et stylistiques)
+ Signs of body expressions (indices physiques corporels)



           + Signs of behavior (indices comportementaux)

    - Means of direct and indirect expressions occur in expressing each emotion of the characters, but their role varies significantly depending on the extent (regular or special emotions), property (positive or negative emotions), purpose (expressing purposeful or purposeless emotions).
12. Practical applicability:

- Research results can be used as the basis for studies related to emotions and the means of expressing emotions in various types of texts such as literary texts, press texts, advertising texts…

- The outcome of the thesis can be applied in the process of teaching foreign languages ​​in general and teaching literature in particular:

    + The study provided a relatively adequate system of emotional expressions in discourse that helps learners and teachers of foreign languages to identify the emotions of participants in communication, thereby proposing appropriate communication strategies.

    + The means of expressing emotions in the novel The Stranger have been concretized and systematized, which underlying the process of approaching the text and the style of the writer.
13. Suggestions research directions:
- Study the means of emotional expression in Albert Camus's other works and in the writings of other authors.

- Study linguistic elements in literary works to approach the style of the writer.

- Study about comparing translation method from the original text (the French one) into the target document (Vietnamese translation).
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
